We gave her a 
shower chair, a portable com-
mode, a couple walkers and 
some canes.  She said that she 
had been taking in the elderly 
for 10 years and no one had 
ever helped her with anything.  
We began to talk about God 

and she became very excited because she was a believer. 
She clearly acknowledged that it was only with the help 
of God that she had been able to continue helping the 
elderly.  She was especially grateful for the testaments 

that she could share with the ladies in her care.      
    We even put the pastors  
to work.  At left, Mario is 
helping to clean the wheel-
chairs that we delivered to 
a nursing home.
