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��������������������Jose Ormeño, 60 years of age, lives in a suburb 
of Santiago, Chile.  He has prostate cancer and it 
has metastasized to other areas of his body.  He 
lives along with his wife in an apartment that is on 
the third floor.  Before he received the wheelchair, 
it was very difficult for his wife to get him to the 
doctor.  She first had to carry him down the three 
flights of stairs and then walk to find a taxi.   
 Maria, who is 58 years old, knew about COR-
CADIS because her sister received a wheelchair in 
2003.  When her sister died in 2006, the wheelchair 
was returned to CORCADIS.   
     On May 12th of 2009, Jose was custom-fitted 
with a wheelchair .  It has already given him a  
better quality of life.  He can get around in the 
apartment and it is easier for his wife to be able to 
take him to the clinic three times a week. 
 FRILDA sent the last container to Chile in 
2006.  They ran out of wheelchairs in 2008.  This 
year they have been limited to recycling wheel-
chairs that have been returned as they were no 
longer needed by the recipients. 
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 Westminster Wheelchair Ministry has every-
thing ready to fill a container for Chile.  Due to the 
current economic situation, FRIDLA does not have 
the necessary funds to pay for the container ship-
ping.  The cost will be $6000.  We are patiently 
waiting on God to provide these needs.
