In 2008, Alberto went to Uruguay from Bolivia and
made a short visit to Durazno. The Lord showed
him that both the social and spiritual support were
in place. So FRIDLA began to make plans to go.
This year in March, Franklin Graham held acru
sade in Montevideo. In four meetings, they esti-
mated that 71,000 people attended. In July, Al-
berto and Judy traveled to Durazno, a town of
40,000 inhabitants located two hours in the interio
of Uruguay from Montevideo. The interior is roll-
ing grasslands filled with cattle and sheep. Iswa
winter time and very cold. Temperatures were 33 -
58 ° F with wind and rain with no central heating.
Uruguay is very different compared to other
parts of Latin America. The immigrants came

“God bless you”.He said that he is one of the few
who does.

One day, two Mormons came to her
door and told her they would give her a wheelchair
if she would attend their church. She told theat th
she would not give up her God for a wheelchair.

She had continued to pray and now God had
finally answered her prayers. She praised God!
