Last fall we received a request from Dorothy,
doctors wife, for a wheelchair. Through Global
Health Outreach they make medical mission trips
Ethiopia. They wanted a chair for Miskir who has
cerebral palsy. She does not walk and is getting
big for her mother to carry her. They sent us some
photos they had taken of Miskir on their trip lgsar
and Dorothy gave us measurements by using her
grandson as a comparison model.

Alberto prepared a reclining wheelchair and we
shipped it to the doctor in Bristol TN. The medica
team went to Ethiopia in February. Here is thé-tes
mony from Dorothy.

There are no resident homes to place chilthanh
need 24/7 care. Karina was born with an underde-
veloped esophagus and lungs. She has a trachea, an
abdominal feeding tube, epilepsy and breathing{rob
lems. The doctors said there was no hope for her.
Her mother could not just let her die and has not
given up. Karina is now two years old. There is
only one bedroom in the house. In order to not dis
turb her two siblings and her father, she mustpslee
on the sofa and her mother sleeps on the floor in
front of the sofa. Therefore, if Karina has ase
or needs oxygen during the night, her mother istrig
there to take care of her. We were able to provide
them with a portable oxygen bottle with carrying
case that she can use when she has to take Karina t
the doctor or hospital.

When Karina is fed, even though the formula is
being given through the tube, she sucks with Ipsr li
just like a baby being fed with a bottle. Afteetk
ing, the mother has to sit and hold Karina in an up
right position for an hour. With a wheelchair, she
can now sit upright and not have to be held.
