She had undergone  
surgery on her back. She was born with a sack at-
tached to the back of her neck.  It contained the fe-
tus of an undeveloped twin.  We gave her a wheel-
chair to be used to transport her to the doctor, etc.  
This year we saw her at the rehab center.  She was  

Uncomfortable in 
the wheelchair.  It 
was evident that 
Ramona needed a 
reclining wheel-
chair.  We gave her 
a reclining one (see 
the photo below).   
     The next prob-
lem was to solve 
her sleeping posi-
tion.  We were able 
to give her an elec-
tric hospital bed.  It 

was such a joy to 
see the smile on her 
face in her new bed.   
Ramona’s mother 
disappeared after 
she was born.   This 
is a very common 
phenomenon in 
Latin America.   
     Now that she 
has had the surgery, 
the doctors believe 
that she will even-
tually be able to

Alberto is recovering well from his surgery.  A contact dermatitis that began in the hospital has been the biggest problem.  It covered his back 
and the back of his legs.  He will return to work on the wheelchairs in another couple weeks.  Praise and thank God for the successful surgery.  

On Thursday, the 17th, a wheelchair for a little boy named Kato will leave the USA in route to Uganda.  It is being carried by a short term  
missionary.  Please pray for safe travel for the volunteer and that the wheelchair  arrives in good condition without any damage or problems. 

The business community is very anxious for Robert Orr to present his Leadership Training Seminar in Uruguay in July.  Due to the financial 
crisis, the money is not available for him to make the trip from Canada to Uruguay.  Please pray for the $3000 needed. 

The number of dedicated WWM volunteers keeps growing.  They are doing a wonderful job.  The testimony of their commitment to work “as 
to the Lord and not to men” is impacting non-believers.  People ask why we are different and do not ship junk as donations for the poor. 

Urgent!  We are out of space and may have to turn down several large wheelchair donations if we do not 
find larger warehouse space.  We are in the process of preparing for containers for Uruguay and Peru.   
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Pray for expanding the ministry to the southern part of Peru.  TACNA has about 1 million inhabitants. There is extreme poverty and they have 
more than 400 on the waiting list for wheelchairs.  Pray for them to receive hope through the Gospel and for us to help relieve the suffering.   

Praise God for the governor of Durazno, Uruguay who was saved and baptized early this year.  He has been re-elected to serve for 5 years.  
His name is Lalo.  Pray for God to give him wisdom and for Lalo to seek God’s will as he makes decisions. 

Pray for the ministry in Chile as they go through a rough recovery from the horrible earthquakes.  CORCADIS is having to carefully make  
decisions to be sure that those who need help will receive it first.  Pray for the wisdom of the Board of Directors as they seek to glorify God. 

Pray for the financial provision to ship a container to Bolivia.  Thanks to God answering prayer, we do not have to pay import taxes on it.  
Because Bolivia is land-locked, it costs much more to get the container there than coastal countries.  

Pray for God to began to prepare the hearts of leaders and volunteers HE has chosen in Tacna, Peru.   
Pray for them to want to help others and to share the love of Christ with those who are affected by special needs. 

Pray for Milagro in Uruguay.  She is 8 years old and has Spina-bifida.  Her name in Spanish means “a miracle”.   It is a miracle that she is 
alive.  She is so bright and loves school.  Pray for the provision of a laptop so that she can become computer literate for the future. 

Pray for the health of Mario, president of the ministry in Uruguay.  He is dealing with some health issues.   
He is also dealing with problems due to a wayward son.  Pray for him to keep his eyes on Jesus and know that God is in control. 

Pray for the new Board of Directors of FRIDLA URUGUAY.  They will be making some important  
decisions about volunteers and training, repair shop, etc.  Praise and thank God for them.  

  Pray for Board of Directors and volunteers in Bolivia.  Pray for them to not grow weary with 
doing good and to not forget who is their Boss based on the scripture on page one of this letter.
