· December 9th the Chile container was loaded and shipped.  It has been unloaded and remains in a ministry ware-

house awaiting liberation by Customs.  This process usually takes 45-60 days.   
· January 27th the Uruguayan container was loaded and shipped.  It is due to arrive March 3rd. 
· Alberto prepared a special request from a doctor for a wheelchair needed by a girl in Ethopia.  It is on its way!

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     At the writing of this newsletter, our hearts are 
heavy for the people of Chile.  It is like a second 
home for Judy after living there for seven years.   As 
we watched the images of the aftermath of the earth-
quake and the tsunami that hit the Chilean coast, we 
saw familiar buildings, streets and bridges that are 
now rubble.  Alberto has a sister who lives in Santi-
ago.  We were concerned about her as no one could 
get in touch with her.  Finally, on Saturday evening 
she was able to get a phone call out to her family in 
Lima.  She is safe and did not have any damage to 
her dwelling.  Pepe and Clara (who run the ministry 
CORCADIS in Santiago) and their family are OK.  
They just had some cosmetic damage to their home.  

The ministry office did not sustain any damage. 
     God’s timing is perfect.  We shipped the con-
tainer in December.  The liberation from Customs of 
the contents should take place shortly so that those 
who are in need of mobility equipment will have it 
available to them. 
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     Rejoice with us that Alberto’s last trip to Bolivia 
was successful.  The purpose of his trip was to speak 
with the Customs Authorities about the new law stat-
ing that we would have to pay taxes (15% or more) 
on all containers.  
     Alberto and the COMARBOL Board Members 
gathered the hundreds of recipient files containing 
pictures, applications, etc. of all those who have re-
ceived mobility equipment since 2003.  They took 
the files to the authorities and showed them just what 
it is that we do.  The authorities realized that we do 
help the poor of Bolivia and that we do not have the 
means to raise 15% or more to pay import taxes. 
     As a result, the government has issued COMAR-
BOL an exempt status for the containers.  We praise 
God and give Him all the glory. 
     Another important part of the ministry is follow-
up visits.  Visitation is a good way to show we really 
care.  Alberto and Freddy made some of those visits.  
The following pictures show you the reality of the 
poorest country in South America.

made up of rice, pota-
toes and bread. 
     Artificial limbs are 
sorely needed in Bo-
livia.
