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     It has improved the quality of daily life for not 
only their daughter, but for the entire family.  She is 
much happier to be with her family and not just lay-
ing in a bed in a back corner. 
     FRIDLA needs approximately 60% more wheel-
chairs for children than for adults.  The lack of pre-
natal care and other factors in developing countries 
results in many children being born with severe 
special needs.                                                             
     We praise our great and awesome God for giv-
ing Peeps the idea and design for these chairs.
